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EXPLANATORY NOTE

The purpose of compiling and publishing this yearbook is to provide data relating general basic
situation of the county and major accomplishments of the township so as to facilitate the related
organizations concerned in executing their public functions.

All data contained in this yearbook , the majority drawn from the various business units of the
township, between statistical report form that some information from the Yunlin county
government to provide yearbook reports, Accounting and Statistics.

The figures contained in this yearbook are mainly preferred to the year of 2017 and the data
from 2008 through 2017 are also listed. Any differences of the figures in the previous editions
are subject to this revision.

The measure units used in this yearbook are of metric system and the currency unit is N.T.$. If
the figures in the table are long, we lift the unit count 5 and higher fractions as units and
disregarding the rest. Therefore the total number does not always coincide with the detail
number.

The Word(s) “Year” used in this yearbook means the whole particular vear. “End of the
Year” means “by the end of the December of a year” . “Fiscal Year” means from January
1 to December 31 of the year. “Academic Year” starts on August 1 of the year and ends on
July 31 of the next year. As an observance, the data of the first term is considered as
the exponent of the whole year.
